Bowling and Nathan in Basketball. Both Nathan and Carla 
are active participants in IMPACT disability support 
programs.  
 

Nathanôs story: Nathan trained extremely hard for the 
occasion and went to the gym every week. In Brisbane he 
was presented with his uniform, which consisted of three 
different coloured tops, long track pants, two pairs of 
shorts, two singlets, four polo shirts and a cap.  
 

Nathan said ñI enjoyed the experience of going by bus to 
the basketball stadium each day to compete with teams 
from all over Australia.ò Nathanôs parents also attended the 
Olympics to watch him compete.  
 

The Queensland C Grade team consisted of 3 girls and 5 
boys and their sporting prowess resulted in winning a 
bronze medal - while the actual medal is impressive, 
everyone was surprised by its weight...  
 

Carlaôs story: Carla was bullied at school and lost interest 
in many sports, but has emerged as a confident 21 year 
old who has worked since completing school. Her personal 
motivation and strength have shone through in her sporting 
achievements and resulted in her winning gold, silver and 
bronze medals at the Special Olympics.  
 

Greece may be next on the cards for Carla...weôve all got 
our fingers crossed.  
 

She has one thing to say to the people who bullied her in high school...  
ñLook at me now, Iôm a gold medallist. You guys didnôt get to go to Adelaide to represent your country.ò
